Altitude is
defined as 300m/1000ft above sea level. This includes going to the Atherton Tablelands (a popular local scenic attraction), so please be
aware if booking tours to follow your Frankland Islands trip. Under normal circumstances, the last introductory scuba dive will be over
before 1:30pm.
